Answer: A paleontologist is a scientist who studies fossils; MacPhee 

discovered a fossilized tooth in Antarctica that linked ancient mammals there 

to those found in Africa and Madagascar.

Answer: The coastlines of certain continents, particularly the western coast of 

Africa and the eastern coast of South America, appear to fit together 

geographically like pieces of a jigsaw puzzle.
