3 In 2015, sales
of nonindustrial robots amounted to over $1.5 billion which soared to 4 about $3 billion in 2016, $4 billion in 2017,
and $5 billion in 2018. In 2019, 5 non-industrial robot sales stood at approximately $6.5 million. These figures indicate
a statistically significant surge in demand for this category of robots.
