Is It the Athlete or the Gear?

The article “How Fast Can We Go?” examines how technological innovation has
expanded the limits of athletic performance. By comparing Jesse Owens’s era
with that of Usain Bolt, the article argues that modern equipment, advanced
apparel, and high-tech training methods are central to today’s record-breaking
achievements. Developments such as energy-returning tracks, customized
bicycles, and smart clothing are presented as key reasons athletes can now
perform at higher levels. While the discussion is engaging and informative, the
article places disproportionate emphasis on technology and gives limited
attention to the human and biological factors that remain essential to success.

The article provides detailed examples that explain how engineering and design
influence performance. References to Victor Campenaerts’s custom-fit bicycle
and modern swimwear that supports muscle efficiency help illustrate how
technology optimizes the athlete’s body. The explanation of rubber tracks
returning energy to runners effectively supports the claim that performances
across eras cannot be directly compared. These examples clarify the role of
science in elite sport and strengthen the article’s argument.

However, the lack of emphasis on the athlete’s physical and psychological effort
is noticeable. Bolt's achievements cannot be explained by equipment alone, as
they are also the result of exceptional natural ability, mental resilience, and
vears of intense training. By focusing heavily on smart clothing and virtual
reality, the article underexplores the physical strain and psychological pressure
that define elite competition.

The article also gives little attention to accessibility. When success depends on
expensive technology and advanced laboratories, sport risks favoring those
with greater financial support, potentially shifting competition away from pure
athletic ability. This weakens the article because it ignores fairness and presents
an incomplete analysis.

In conclusion, while "How Fast Can We Go?" is an interesting look at science in
sport, it does not give the full picture. Success is not only about "momentum" or
"sensors" but also about the athlete's heart and determination. For sport to
remain a true test of potential, we must recognize that while technology
provides a "little help," the core of the achievement must remain human.
