In the search for a more reliable system,
security experts have focused on the eye.

Like a fingerprint, every iris is unique. Each person's right iris is even
different from his or her left one. Tests have shown that iris scanners are very hard to
fool.

Although many criminals are willing to burn or cut their fingers in pursuit of the
perfect crime, few would be willing or able to change their irises.
