It takes the Earth 365 days to orbit the Sun. This movement is known as revolution
and gives us seasons. The Earth is tilted towards the Sun in summer and gets

more sunlight. During winter the Earth is tilted away from the Sun and gets less
sunlight.

The Moon rotates on its axis and revolves around the Earth. It takes the Moon
about 28 days to complete one revolution and the same time to complete one
rotation. This is why we always see the same side of the Moon from the Earth.
